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One of the driving passions of
Wayfarer Ministries is to lead
people toward lives of blessing.
Far too many accept the bless-
ings of love and grace that God
showers down on us without
passing that blessing on to oth-

ers. God has called us not just to
have blessing but to be blessings
to those around us. This is what
the Kingdom of God is all about.

As we here at Wayfarer have
continued to let this message
challenge and change us, God
has showed us a way that we can
be a blessing to others. That’s
why we’re launching Project
Blessing. 

The idea behind Project
Blessing is simple. Wayfarer
finds donors who are willing to
pay for Journey Packs and other
curriculum resources. Wayfarer
also finds
churches, min-
istries, and
other organiza-
tions who could
benefit from
these resources
but do not have
the budget to
obtain them.
Wayfarer then sends the
resources donors have paid for to
these recipients at no cost to
them.

Once a group receives the
blessing, we will ask them to
pass the blessing along by giving
us the names of other potential
recipients or by providing a
blessing for another group.

To start the blessing,
Wayfarer’s staff and board fund-
ed the first 27 Journey Packs for
this project. We are currently in
the process of distributing these

resources to groups on our list.
Now, we’re asking our friends

to get involved. The first way
you can help is by letting us
know about churches, groups,

and other organizations that
would be blessed by receiving
Wayfarer’s curriculum resources.
Even if you are not in a position

to donate financially to
this project right now, we
want your ideas for recipi-
ents of this blessing.

Also, we’re looking for
people to pay $100 for
each Journey Pack that
will go out as a part of
Project Blessing. When

you donate to this project, you
can either designate a specific
church, group, or organization to
receive the Journey Pack you are
providing, or you can tell us to
bless the next group on our list.

We can’t wait to see how God
will unleash his blessing through
this project. Please prayerfully
consider passing the blessing
along.

The reason I come to Engage is that I
have never felt so convicted and
impacted from such an unconventional
Bible study. ... I grew up in the church
and went to a very fundamental school.
I know I was taught a lot of things that
are false, and I pray that God would
show me true Christianity unhindered
by the tainted mind of man. And as an
artist, I’ve always searched for uncon-
ventional, untraditional ways of doing
and seeing things, and that is what
brought me to Engage. The speakers
have said things that have made me
feel somewhat uncomfortable, but what
they say is extremely true.

It’s refreshing to hear basic doc-
trines told in a completely different way
from what I’m used to. And their mes-
sages are so much more creative, rele-
vant and passionate than what I’m
used to hearing. It’s not that I’m just
looking for the same story told in a dif-
ferent way. It’s that I’m hearing
Scripture spoken in ways that make my
ears twitch and my heart beat faster.
I’m so used to Christianity being a cer-
tain way, molded into a box with direc-
tions on how to use it written on the
side. I know that’s not what Christianity
is. I know God is dangerous, unpre-
dictable, unconventional and complete-
ly antithetical to everything we think,
but He is good and is completely in love
with us. It’s great to see people throw
the directions away and come at Him
fresh and thirsty. God has spoken to
me through Engage, and I’m glad to
hear it. – Marco 

I feel that Engage is a FANTASTIC min-
istry and want your supporters to know
what an impact they are having in the
lives of young people!
